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Why Winshuttle query?

V When real-time data is required

V Data not available from other sources - reporting environment

V Save time and money over ABAP coding

V Monitor data integrity from simple master data queries

V Published scripts empower end-users to run on demand
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Issue

Customer price on the order doesn’t match the system price.

Problem

Customer levies fines for price discrepancy.

Requirements 

Find customer orders with pricing that doesn’t match the system price. Make the 
necessary adjustments before the order is shipped and invoiced.

The Challenge: Price comparison
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The Solution: Pricing Audit Query

V Join tables for extracting 
condition type: 
V VBAK –Sales Document 

Header Details

V VBAP –Sales Document 
item Detail 

V KONV –Conditions 
(Transaction Details)
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V Output will send it to excel

V Selection Type allows filters to be applied: Runtime or Fixed

Applying Selection Criteria
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Sold-to party filter
Using an ‘In’ Operator from an ‘Input’ list.
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The Solution: Pricing Audit Query

Create an Excel template with an ‘input’ tab for listing the sold-to 
account numbers and Item Categories.
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Mapping to Excel and add Excel functions
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Å Results tab built from ZPCM and ZCCP outputs

Å Use Excel formulas to highlight differences

Excel Results tab
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Benefits of using Winshuttle Query

Å Much faster to develop than ABAP coding.

Å Modifications/tweaks made in minutes.

Å Easier and less risky than using SQVI.

Å Can be scheduled to run at specific times or reoccurring intervals.

Å Embed Excel functions into the output.
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Other value added Winshuttle queries

V Number range query to identify how close we are to exhausting a number 
range. (NRIV & TNROT)

V Quality Management open notifications for inspection lots. (QMEL, QMFE, 
QAMV, QAMR)

V Data Integrity reports for checking master data. (MARA, MARC & MVKE)

V Query current data to be modified and reloaded. (MARA & MARC)

V Inventory valuation reports. (MB5L)
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Best Practices

ÅBuild templates to support business processes.

ÅPublish the scripts to the template.

ÅUse logical descriptive names for easy identification.

ÅBuild a library to store your templates.

ÅCatalog your templates and scripts.
